Le Gassick Family in New Zealand & Australia
In 1988 Clive Le Gassick typed a 3-page letter to capture what he knew about the family’s genealogy.  He was quite intent that it be passed on to future generations.  Below is a transcription of the letter.

WHERE DOES THE NAME LEGASSICK ORIGINATE?

I, Clive LeGassick, 3rd son of Alfred William Cecil have compiled this survey to aid future Legassicks regarding this question.


Speaking from my own experience, I earnestly suggest the parents of any Legassicks pass on this information to the next generations otherwise the records will be lost forever to those descendants of the future.


As a teenager, I was frequently asked where the name originated, but my usual reply was “I do not know or case.”


However, as one grows older it is realized that it is only fair and right that a record be kept.


To make up a Family Tree has its problems and for that reason I submit to you, the Parents of many Legassicks, & condensed version of the early Legassicks hoping that your particular branch of the Tree will make up its own Branchs connecting with the French Sea Captain Jacob LeGassick.


In compiling this information, I thank Norna Power, Lorrie(sp) Petrie (formerly Andrews) and Maude LeGassick who appear to have all the answers.


Several enquiries have been made in London and the Channel Islands with personal approach and letters to trace the Parents of Jacob Senior to no avail or certainty, so I believe that in commencing with Jacob Senior is the best we can do.

Again, I would like all the Parents to have copies of my information and letter copy typed and distributed to all their families so that future generations will benefit.  This can be done in almost every Shopping Center photocopy machines.

“THE LEGASSICK NAME”
Jacob - - - - Legassick (snr) and Margaret Hill were married in England in about 1856
Jacob (snr) was born in England in 1829 and died in Jersey  22/6/1868.

They had two (??? Should it be 3…  Joseph William, Alfred Jacob and Edward)  sons and three daughters. Their first son was JOSEPH WILLIAM born in London and apparently stayed in England. The second son ALFRED JACOB was born in Guernsey and the rest of the family Edward,  Margaret (Marmie) Edith and Cissy were born in Jersey. One daughter Marmie met and married CHARLES BATTYE in 1888 and later moved back to London.   
After the death of Jacob who was a Master Mariner his wife Margaret married again. The family without the parents sailed to Christchurch New Zealand and in 1883 where ALFRED JACOB (22) married EMMA MaCORMICK on 23/05/1884 and subsequently had a son ALFRED WILLIAM CECIL in Christchurch on 11/08/1885.  A copy of the marriage certificate of Jacob and Emma has been obtained.

ALFRED JACOB, EMMA and son ALFRED WILLIAM CECIL moved to Victoria where STRATHMORE , VIVIAN and REGINALD were born.  ALFRED JACOB who was a draper lived happily with his wife and four sons for years, then EMMA died when Reginald was 10 years old. 

ALFRED JACOB then remarried ELIZABETH VICTORIA SPARNON  (18) and to them were born STANLEY, NORNA*,MARMIE* and NEVILLE.  The wife Elizabeth was taken ill and buried on her 30th birthday. Alfred Jacob only lived seven months after his wife’s death, he died on 14/2/ 1918 aged 56.

JEAN VIVIAN married ROLAND KNIGHT who was killed in a road accident.  Children were JOHN, GARRY and GREGORY . JEAN remarried to NORMAN POPE.

IVAN REGINALD (dec) married BERYL BAVAGE  children were BARRY and TREVOR

STRATHMORE second  son of ALFRED JACOB married DORA WILLETTS and had twins STRATH and EDWARD also THELMA , CLARENCE and HAZEL.

VIVIAN (dec) the 3rd son of ALFRED JACOB married Grace and had two girls VIVAN and JUNE both died at an early age.

REGINALD (dec) the 4th son of ALFRED JACOB married GLADY’S ELLIS and were divorced after 3 children WALLACE, CONRAD and MAISIE were born MAISIE died young. REGINALD then married MAUDE RITCHINGS and children FRANK, REGINALD and RAYMOND. REGINALD (jr) died in the polio epidemic in the mid 30’s.
