Will of HENRY LEGASSICKE 1633

This will was sent to me already transcribed many years ago.  I cannot remember who sent it to me.  I have typed it up as it was sent to me.

The will is held/registered at the Will Principal Register Exeter.

I am sure this is the will of Henry Legassick who married Joan Barron in 1627.  As he died in 1633 it explains why they had only two children

What is amazing is, given what he left his sons, how did his grandson Henry amass such wealth seen in his will of 1734?

Will dated 10th July 1633.  Proved 24th July 1633

To Richard Legassicke my eldest son 3 sheepe

To Henry my youngest son £10

The rest to Johan my wife sole executrix
