
CODICIL to JAMES LEGASSICKS WILL 16TH November 1771

I James Legafsicke of Modbury in the County of Devon, Genloman (gentleman) being of a sound and disposing mind, memory and understanding do make, declare and ordain this paper writing it and for a codicil to may last will and testament which be?ast date the 16th November 1771 and my will and desire that this my codicil may be taken as part of my said will and proved therewith as such whereas I have in my said will devised and bequeathed unto my said neice Prestwood Love Legafsicke, then and now the wife of the said Mr John Froude the sum of £400 of lawful money of Great Britain to be paid unto her out of all those my messuages, lands and Tennaments of or called or commonly known by the name or names of Strode otherwise Higher Strode, Lower Strode Woodland and Haviland  situate lying and being within the parish of Ermington in the County afordsaid, and my three closet and parcels of land called or commonly known by the name of Glonshill, Rudyshill,and Hillpark also in the parish of Ermington, afordsaid within six months next after Henry Legafsick my nephew shall have attained his full age of one and twenty years of in case of his death in my lifetime then within six months next after my death, and I did thereby subject and make liable all my aforesaid, messuages lands and tenements to and with the payment thereof accordingly. Now I do by this my said codicil revoke and make void the said legacy or sum of four hundred pounds so by me given unto my said neice as aforesaid will on my said land and hereditamonts, and promises thereof and as relates thereto and I do by this my said codicil give devise and bequeath unto John Luscombe of Combe Royall in the County of the aforesaid esquire the same sum of four hundred pounds to be issuing and payable out of my said messuages and Lands and Tenements called Strode otherwise Higher stode and Lower Strode Wooodland Havilant Gloneshill Rudyshill and Hill Park and to be paid unto the said John Luscombe his executers, Heirs and assigns ________________ within six months next after my death and too hereby subject and charge all my aforesaid messuages, land and tenements and premises to and with the payment thereof  _____

Accordingly upon the several Trust hereinafter mentioned.That is to say upon trust and to the intent that he the said John Luscombe he executors , Heirs and assigns and shall put and place out the same at interest on such security ot securities or otherwise improve the same as how they shall thinkby and with the consent and approbation of my said neice but not at his or their own hazard or cost but in case of any cost the same to sink in my said trust estate and the clear interest and produce there of when a? by him or them received after deducting all reasonable costs and charges in about the premises do and shall pay into the proper hands of my said neice Prestwood Love Froud or permit and suffer the same to be had and received by her to be had and received by her to and for her only sole and separate use and benefit and disposal for and during the term of her natural life ( exclusive of her said husband) and so as he may have nothing to do therewith and to be by her dispose of as she shall think fit

 ( notwithstanding her said covertine)  and from and after the death and decease of my said Niece then upon this further trust that the said John Luscombe  _________   _____ from his assigns  do and shall pay and apply the said four hundred pounds when at by him or them received to and amongst all and every the child and children of the body of my said neice lawfully begotten or to be begotten which shall be living at the time of her death. If more then one , equally to be divided between them share and share alike, and if but one then to such only child to and for their his or her own use and benefit and in case there shall be no such children or child living at her death then upon trust
