
Document giving George Legassick powers to administer the will of 

James Legassick 29th April 1775

We Thomas Skynner, Doctor of Laws, Archdeacon of the Archdeconary of Totnes, lawfully constituted, do by those presents make known to all men, that on the 29th day of April in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and seveny five, before the Reverend Thomas Baker Clerk, our surrogate, lawfully appoints the last Will and Teastament of JAMES LEGASSICKE late of Modbury in the county of Devon and Archdeaconary aforesaid, Deceased hereunto annexed was proved approved and registered and Administration of all and singular the goods and chattels and credits of the said deceased which at the time of his death did any way belong to his estate or concern his will, was granted to GEORGE LEGASSICKE one of the executors named in the said will being first sworn upon the Holy Evangelists in due form of law.

In Testamony whereof we have caused the seal of our office to be affixed to these presents.
